TREASURERS REPORT
On behalf of the general committee I have pleasure in presenting the Financial Report for the year ended 31 October 2006. The outcome represents a season of excellent performance. The efforts of all committee members are to be acknowledged, as this sound result is a credit to their hard work. Our revenue was up significantly on previous seasons, largely due to increased sponsorship and well run and attended social functions. The club recorded a profit of almost $6,500 for the 2006 season. We now have a solid financial base to build on for the future with over $2,300 in the bank to start off season 2007.
Alastair Dwyer and Stuart Johnson did a tremendous job organising and running the functions this year. Every function was a financial success and well attended. Our membership fees were down slightly due to players being sponsored. A total of $1,900 of players subscriptions were paid by sponsors and allocated accordingly. Thank you in particular to Norm Graetzer and Dave Malcolm for their tireless work in attracting new and substantial sponsors during the pre season period. Sponsorship revenue increased by over $10,000 this year alone. Our Gold Saints membership was up again on last year, generating just over $5,000 of our total sponsorship revenue. With such a contribution from outside the club, the committee was able to reward our sponsors, and did so via complimentary tickets to the Gala Ball and catering for the Gold Saints luncheons. The canteen and bar made a profit of $5,700. Our expenses for canteen and bar were substantially higher than 2005 with no change to the selling prices. That said, our profit was approximately the same as 2005 thanks to the hard work in the canteen by Denise and Julie and by Adam Ballantyne coordinating the purchases.
In regard to expenses, the club commenced the year in debt by almost $4,200. The major debts were to our coaching staff and the VAFA. Thanks to both Michael Learmonth and George Koumantatakis for their understanding with the delay of their payments. Consequently the coaching fees incurred for season 2006 was substantially higher than 2005 as we incurred two years payments this year. As a result of the increased numbers at the Gala Ball and holding a formal Presentation night, the costs associated with our social functions was higher than planned. This was more than offset by the profit generated at these events. Our purchase of football equipment was higher than planned, however there is a large stock to commence the 2007 season. Payments to the VAFA, Council, Insurance, trainers and umpires were in line with budgeted estimates.

ST MARY’S UNDER 19 EXPERIENCE, SEASON 2006

In late 2005 a group of St. Mary’s Past Players and Officials set about awakening interest in the future development of the club by introducing and fielding an U19 team in season 2006. Discussions were held with members of the football club committee and it was decided that a sub committee would take up the running. Albert Vickery, agreed to head up the sub committee, ably assisted by Don Malcolm as coordinator and Ray Leman. All of this sub committee have been deeply involved with St. Mary’s, having held many committee positions over numerous years and all are Life Members and still very active around the club.

A meeting was held with the VAFA committee members to discuss exactly what was required in fielding a team and our members came away with a good knowledge of all aspects of U 19 football. We would need to budget for expenditure of $10000 in first season, a ground, at least 30 players, 8 to 10 people to work with the team each Saturday, including trainers and a coach.

The club had several players already involved with us who were still eligible for U19 football and a concentrated effort was made to gain additional numbers along with the obtaining of a suitable coach. Later Garry Hickey was appointed as coach and the job was now to get the numbers up as the VAFA expected us to be able to provide 30 names of players eligible for U19 by 28th February. Garry believed that he could bring a group of players from the area where he lived, but this in itself was to be a logistics problem in transportation and administration.

Good support was received from the “Leader” local paper and many invites were mailed and emailed out to try and attract players. Telephones ran hot in an endeavor to gain numbers. Don and Ray produced a Power Point type presentation that was forwarded to the AFL requesting assistance with finances and equipment and they referred this through to Football Victoria. Football Victoria was unable to directly assist us, but suggested that the VAFA, being the controlling body, should be able to assist us, however although a copy of the presentation was sent to the VAFA no response or reply was received. This presentation covered all aspects of club football, the areas that such a team would draw from and highlighted the immense growth that had taken place in the development of soccer somewhat to the detriment of being able to recruit young players to Aussie Rules. 

The senior club administration agreed to support the team with financial support of $5000 along with manpower, facilities etc. Past players were also approached to help fund the development of the team and we soon had sufficient funds promised to put a well presented team on the park. Ferndale Park would be the home ground on alternate weeks to the seniors. Approaches were made to Camberwell Sharks JFC, Ashburton Redbacks, and Glen Iris Juniors in an endeavor to source players. Scotch College who fielded two U19 teams in 2005 offered to share players with us as they had no wish to run a second side in 2006. Unfortunately due to a variety of reasons we were still unable to produce the required numbers of players by the due date. It became very obvious that although we regularly had up to 8 players in pre season training that we were not going to be able to continue with an U19 team.

The club was now in a difficult position as we had these enthusiastic young players ready to play and developing well in training with the senior players. In discussion it was decided to run a “Rookie” type squad during 2006 slowly bringing on the young players and developing their skills and abilities, with time on the interchange bench and stints on field during games. In recognition of the disappointment of the young players and to reward them for the loyalty and effort put in pre season, the Past Players agreed to sponsor these players by way of meeting annual subscription fees and providing their match gear from funds raised for the Under 19 development. This proved to be a great way to bring youth into the club and they certainly acquitted themselves well when called on to do so both on and off the field during the 2006 season. Perhaps the work that was needed to be put in by all in the off season detracted from the effort needed to get the seniors up to strength for their attack on D3 but one would hope not.

Special thanks are extended to Albert Vickery and Ray Leman for the much appreciated assistance given during this very difficult time. The effort put in by Michael Learmonth, Matthew Ellis, David Malcolm on top of their senior team involvement and development, was enormous along with the senior player support for the young players throughout the season. The many Past Players who donated funds to help us finance an U19 team and then when it all fell apart, agreed to leave the funds with the club for the future development of young players, was a most generous and appreciated gesture.

It would now appear that the future of developing youth at the club will lie in the further work to be done with new “Rookie” players, and in this way the clubs youth policy should pay off in the future.
